Abstract

The paper analyses some phonological processes of tonal and segmental perturbation, induced by the interaction among lexical tones (if there), syntactic/macrosyntactic architecture and intonational structures. Results bring evidence for a new intonation phrasing level (macroIP) and a new definition of intonation Nucleus. The data come from dialogical material, referring both to Italian (an intonational language) and Gizey (a tonal African language). The tonal and syntactic functions are represented by means of Tonal Grids.
